I shall be in heaven. (shall be: verb is Future Simple Tense)


We have been to church. She has been to church. (have been/ has been*: Present Perfect Tense) 

They had been sinners. (had been: Past Perfect Tense)

You will have been in our Essentials class for two years this semester. (will have been: Future Perfect Tense)

Jesus is being our Intercessor. (is being: Present Progressive Tense)

She was being kind. They were being generous. (was being/were being*: Past Progressive Tense)

We shall be being worshippers in heaven. (shall be being: Future Progressive Tense)
I have been being a follower of Christ for ten years. (have been being: Present Perfect Progressive Tense)

You had been being sinners until Jesus saved you. (had been being: Past Perfect Progressive Tense)

You will have been being in heaven ten thousand years, yet you will have no less days to sing God's praise! 

(will have been being: Future Perfect Progressive Tense; will have: Future Simple Tense -of "have"; to sing: infinitive - of "sing")
